2002-2003 Accomplishments

Annual Giving: Nonrestricted donations totals $260,710;
Restricted donations $158,969; Polio Eradication Campaign
$619,367; combined Per Capita Annual Giving $285. These
numbers represent an all-time high.

The Permanent Fund: $15,782; proceeds generated via gifts.

Major Donors: Recognizes the outright gift or bequest of

Ambassadorial Scholarships: Went to Saba Tesfayohannes
Kidane of Eritrea and Peter Mumo Gathuru of Kenya for study
at the new USD Joan B. Kroc Institute for Peace and Justice
while David Masiloane of South Africa studied at SDSU.
Outbound Scholar, Jarod Holtz, studied in Ghana while District
5340 hosted four Inbound Scholars from Korea and Japan.

Rotary Volunteers: Rosa Dubost and Julie Stevenson worked
and taught in Nairobi, Kenya. Dory Beatrice and Philippe
Lamoise worked in Nepal for extended periods. Fairi Moini
and PDG Steve Brown are spearheading a new school in
Afghanistan to educate, primarily, young girls.

Village Banks: Three Village Banks were funded in Ecuador to
empower 75 women, the poorest of the poor, towards
entrepreneurship and self-respect.
